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Study Overview

e One hundred and ninety-five
children (ages 3 and 4) had STAR
Early Literacy scores across fall,
winter, and spring.* They were
compared with 3,250 children in
similar VPK centers who also had
the assessment scores across the
three time-points.

e Students used My Math Academy,
on average, 30 minutes a week for
a total of 6.5 hours over 13 weeks.

e Students used My Reading
Academy, on average, 34 minutes
a week, for a total of 4 hours over
7 weeks.

Students who were not kindergarten-
ready in winter had an average gain
of 105 points in spring.

Students at research sites who were not
kindergarten-ready in the winter (score
below 690) scored, on average, 64%
higher in the spring compared to their
peers at non-research sites not using
either MMA or MRA.!
